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The decision to get married is of a
great importance in an adolescent’s
life therefore there is an urgent need to
address this phenomenon. Often,
hasty and emotional decisions
bourgeon problems in later days.
Even today, one can find issues like,
carly marriage, marriage with the Quran, dowry and marriage
aimed at attainment of properties, rampant in Pakistan. The root
causes of these precedents are parochialism and feudalism, and
definitely not religion. Besides this, there has been some other
problems associated with the institution of marriage, for
example, aversion towards marriage of one's own accord,
extravagance, and excessive show in marriages, which have
given birth to incompatibility and complexities between the
youth and parents. Abroad marriage is a yet another form of this
negative thinking and unfortunately there never developed a
positive thinking regarding problems in marriages like these in
the past and even today there is no comprehensive thinking
evolved about it .A powerful motif behind these marriages is the
economic stability. Further, the delay in marriages also badly
affects the young mind.

A young man is not independent as far as the matter of marriage is
concerned because in our society marriages are considered an
important duty of our parents. The youth of today wants to
exercise freedom in this particular matter whereas parents
assume it as their right to arrange these marriages according to
their dictates. In these specific conditions, the young man of
today considers himself chained in the social fetters. Sometimes,
it happens that a young man acts very hastily and at time parents
are seen enmeshed in the quicksand of egotism and stubbornness.
Ultimately these decisians engender indifference between the
young ones and their parents, which is not an ideal corollary. The
need of the hour is that the young people should rein their rush of
temporary emotions and on the other hand parents should do
away with their fictitious egotism. Resultantly, the decision to
marry should be taken with patience.

Usually, when the decision to get married is finalized, the second
phase is that of what kind of marriage it should be, simple or
gaudy and extravagant. Most of the time the young ones and
parents fall a prey to excess of show, which creates disharmony
among them. The government has propounded some so called
ordinances regarding too much spending and show in marriages
but to no avail. Today an amount of ten lacks is usually spent by a
middle class family in a marriage and this amount is something
queer in the perspective of our national economy. An effort can
be made to decrease this spending.

The trend of arranging marriage to people living abroad,
particularly e the Middle East, namely Dubai, Saudi Arabia,
Qatar, Quwait ete, started due to the settlement of these people
abroad The majority of these persons belonged to the lower
middle class families of our villages and towns and by the time
these people got affluent, then naturally marriage proposals
started coming to them from the middle class of cities. Although
these people gained wealth yet there was little transformation in
their social behavior. Along with this, long absences from their

homes were accessory to further complicating their social problems. In
this scenario, the children usually waited for the money to come from
abroad and lack of contro} on them entangled them in to various social
abuses. It was in 80's, when people living in America and Europe
retuned to their homeland for the primary purpose of getting married
and in 90”'s it took the shape of a status symbol to get one's boy or girl
married to a man living abroad. Whether it was the Middle East or
America and Europe, there sprouted out various dilemmas for the
couples settled there, as they had to confront a whole new environment.
In the advent their eyes were blinded by the augmentation of wealth but
when they have to [ive in that strange culture for long then they became
nostalgic about their original settings. Divided into two cultural
entities, it is, if not impossible then difficult, to gauge the situation of
these families living abroad. There also existed the possibility of deceit
when one has little knowledge about the person settled abroad. Nobody
ever felt the need to give it a new dimension to the system of marriage
developed in our society. The conservative groups were incapable to
mould themselves according to the need of time. By the time there
came the lucrative profession of marriage bureau these opportunists
cashed this opportunity by using marriages abroad as a status symbol.
Parents as well as youth should utilize proper medium before taking
these decisions.

In our society the tradition of relating the institution of marriage with
the age limit factor is miserably rampant, particularly the young girls
have to face the social strangling as a result of it. According to our
existing social principles, the ideal age of a girl's marriage is about
twenty and after the lapse of this period there is an escalation in the
social pressure, consequently they become victim to many mental
ailments. Usually the delay in marriage creates the element of
inferiority complex in them. On the contrary it has little effect on the
elderly bachelors. The changing time is like a hit of stone for those
associated to conservative thinking and rituals. There is an altercation
going on between the old and new for centuries. When the message of
Islam was belabored to the Arab even then the conservative had an
adverse criticism of it. It was the impact of changing time, which
evolved the spirit of effort and caring in them. Hence, those who
practice patience and tolerance succeed in saving their culture and
tradition. These are those owing to whom the society marches towards
progress and improvisation by nipping viclence and controversies.

of much debate among ail social circles.

Some view it as the ideal marriage, others
are cynical towards it while it is a taboo for many
others. The lucky ones get the blessings of their families
and move ahead in their life on a bed of roses. Others
‘face opposition that makes them resort to eloping.
The consequences of such marriages are disastrous,
as we have seen through ‘karo-kar' and 'honour
kilings'.

Government legislation has encouraged love
marriages to an extent as the Supreme Cour, late in
2003, ruled that adult women were free to marry even
without the consent of their guardian.

Yet even if the mariage takes place without much
trouble, the real test' for the couple begins ‘after the
marriage. Here, in case of a love marriage a heavy
load of responsibility rests on the woman. She must
endure the criticismm of her in-laws (if they half
heartedly agreed to the mariage). If there is a class
climb on the girl's par she will be labelled as a gold
diggerwho has trapped some one's innocent son,

While such difficulties arise fromm other sides, some
conflicts develop between the couple as well.

Unlike the case in aranged marriages where even if
the marriage doesnt seem to be working and the
‘couple wants a divorce the two families try fo
reconcile their differences. However, in a love
marriage, most of the times the families of the couple
are unhappy to begin with or simply indifferent, So
even though differences may be reconcilable, the
couple opfts for a divorce in haste,
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When acouple, either educated or uneducated finds
difference in their opinions on certain matters they
become often too impulsive and begin to be
whimsical and end up making such decisions that
threaten to break theirwedlock. In that gituation if their
elders are around them, they may help them find a
suitable step towards saving the mariage from
ending in divorce.

Bargad: What is the proportion of girls' parents as
compared to that of boys, who approach you?
Hina: The number of girls' parents approaching us is
considerably more than that of boys. The ratio is
almost 8 fo 12. Match finding is more of a problem for
-gins' parents.

Bargad: People belonging to which class do usually
contact you? Which income group do they belong
to more specifically?

Hina: People who come to us
mostly belong fo middie class but
a few people from upper middle
class also contact us. The
income group ranges from Rs
10,00010 Rs 25,000.

Bargad: What is their
educational background?
Hina: Well the education level
varies from person 1o person, We
receive letters or telephone calls
from Hafize- Quran to masters,
doctors and engineers.

Bargad: What is the demand of
the boys' family regarding
education of the girl, and vice
versa? .

‘Hina: Gitls' parents simply telt that
they are looking for a well
educated boy, however boys
and their parents demand that
the girls should be B.A. Some of
them are fearsome of M.As and
think that a gil who has
completed her masters is perhaps too old to mairy.
Some uneducated boys, at times iliterate, want an
educated wife saying that this way their children will
learn something.

Bargad: What is the parents’ preference regarding
age of the match?

Hina: Well girls' parents are not age conscious at all.
They are even satisfied with a forty year old man for
their twenty year old daughter if he is well-seftled.
However the boys' parents are highly age conscious,
for them a girl over twenty five years of age is not
acceptable for she is very old. Even a sixty year old
man, a widower or a divorcee expects to marry a girl
who is not more than thirty years of age.

Bargad: Tell us what are demands of boys
regarding physical appearance of the match?
Hina: Oh, this is the most important demand. They
start off by saying “Humein Ek Khoobsurat Chand Si
Bahoo Chahiye” (We need a daughter-in- law as
pretty as moon). And | just don't understand what they
mean by this because beauty is a relative term and
everybody has their own concept of beauty.
Specifically speaking, above all they demand for a
girl who has a fair complexion. Secondly she should
‘also be thin, and tall. Some
cases go way too descriptive
about their ideals and tell
what kind of eyes they expect
their pariner to have. A girls
looks are.the first preference
for any boy or his family. In
some cases the looks are
given secondary
importance because of the
good family background (in
terms of wealth and social
status).

Bargad: What about the
girls' side, are they also
conscious about the looks?
Hina: Well not at all. They just
want a well sefied man,
bringing a reasonable
| amount of money home
every month, There are a few
who would only say that we
are looking for a good
looking son-in-law. Although
in certain cases they

demand for tallboys.

. Bargad: Do the bo'ys' family dpenly demand for

Jahez? o

Hina: No; when | ask them to tell if they have any
demands of Jahez, they answer all they want is a nice
gir. Some paients say that if the girls' parents want 1o
give something to their daughter as a gift they can
accept, but they would not demand any Johez. |
can't say what happens later but this is what they say
on the HOT SEAT. Although | can qud’fe an example of
a recent incident where a ‘Pehiwan Saab' came 1o
Rishta Accha Sa and claimed that he would not
accept any Johez, later when he got married, the
couple came to visit us and the wife told that he did
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not accept or demand any Jahez from my family. So
we can say that our society is improving in thisregard.

Bargad: What can be the best way to restrict the
expenses of awedding?

Hina: | think most of the times our girls are responsible.
They giow up with the goal of having a fantabulous
wedding ceremony. They compel their parents fo
spend mindlessly on Jahez, wedding dress, wedding
makeup etc. If girls act sensibly the expenses can be
cut down. The girl and the boy getting married shouid
sit down and talk about what they need for their future
house. Parents from both sides should contribute in
that if they can. We have ourselves made Jahez a
curse forus all,

Bargad: What IS the success rate of Rishta Accha
.Sa?

Hina: Allf can say is that over a short span of six months
three marriages have taken place from the platform
of Rishta Accha Sa- We are trying to work hard to

16 Steps for Securing Your Rights in

Obtain a Nikahnama form from the licensed
Nikah Registrar of the area.

Check that none of the clauses have
already been struck out (some maulivis bring
Nikahnamas with important clauses for
women's rights struck ouf); if they have,
demand another, unmarked form. Fill In
standard Nikahnama and:

Record the true status of the bride, i.e.
whether unmarried, divorced or widowed
(clause 5).Write amount of Hagq Mehr,
whether prompt or deferred, what form it is in
(gold, jewellery or cash) and whether any
property given in lieu of Haq Mehr (clauses
13,14,15 & 16). Fill this in very carefully and
make sure that whatever has been settied is
cormrectly refiected in the written contract
because whatever is written in the
Nikahnama will be upheld.

State whether there are any special
conditions to the marriage (clause 17) e.g.,
the wife has the right to work, to mobiiity or to
pursue studies post-marriage. Such
conditions prove helpful in the event of any
dispute between the spouses.

Ensure the right of talag-e-tafweez has been
delegated unconditionally (clause 18). The
correct way to obtain this right is to write the
simple word ‘yes'. If any condition is to be
mentioned it must be written In very clear
words, eg., nothing vague such as 'ba
matabiq shariat' or 'in accordance with law'.

State whether husband's right of divorce is
curiailed (clause 19) e.g., a lump sum is to
be paid on divorce. This right can only be
curtailed and not taken away completely,

contracts/conditions attached with the
marriage relating to dower and
maintenance (clause 20) e.g.,
maintenance in the event of divorce or
provisions for jeb kharch/wife's pocket
money. Mention whether groom has an
existing marriage and whether permission
has been taken for contracting another
marriage (clauses 21 & 22). If crossed out
and later proved that husband was already
married, this can be used as an evidence of
fraud and forgery.

Before signing, bride should read the
conditions of the marriage and question
anything she does not understand. Note:
any conditions which cre against the law will
not be upheld.

Ask the bride and the groom (no one else) in
front of witnesses whether they freely
consent to marry each other.

Have the bride, the groom, 2 witnesses, and
the person who performs Nikah sign
Nikahnama.

As soon as possible after Nikah ceremony
have Nikah Registrar sign, seal and register
Nikahnama.

Keep a copy of completed and registered
Nikahnama for the bride to keep for herself
somewhere safe.

nowing Sabir Subhani was an experience
m in itself. For some reason most of us do nc-

any more believe that common good 3
more important than personal benefit. However
when Sabir narrated his story at least my ideals
changed.

Sabir Subhani is currently working in a bank. He holds
an MBA from Punjab University though he initially got
admitted in the Mass communication department of
the same university. The story of how he ended up in
MBA while pursuing Mass Communication is much
more interesting than one can assumeitto be. if Imay
exaggerate, it can become a base line for any Indian
commercial film.

"ltwas 1990”, remembers Sabir, "when | got admitted
in the Mass Communication Department of the
Punjab University pafly because my father was a
journalist but mainty because | didn't get admission in
any other department.” HHaughed at the honesty of his
statement. "After a few days had passed and | had
gotten acquainted with my class mates, we noticed
some posters put up in our department by the seniors
against some private college that claims it self 1o be
affiliated with the University of Punjalb. We all got a little
worried over what was happening. We consutted our
seniors and they told us the details”.

Sabir said that through their seniors they got to know
that there was a coliege opened in a small building
some where in Lahore and was offering the degree of
Mass Communication to students. The college
claimed that it was affiliated with The Punjab tUniversity
although It was not. The seniors had requested the
college administration to take action against this
colilege which was using the name of the university
and misguiding the students. The administration
promised to take noftice of it but they did not do
anything. Sabir said, “Me and my friend aliened with
the seniors that we wouid take every possible step to
convince the university administration to take notice
of the private coilege”

After Sabir and his batch mates had joined the seniors
they went fo the admin ana suggested that the
university should give a deciaration in the newspaper
that it has no affiliation with that college. This way the
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Regional Dialogue on Peace and
Youth Cooperdation is part of a
Bargad project on the same
theme. It is based upon the
assumption that the education
frack for South Asian peace can be
built by filling the informational gap
and making peace relevant to the
needs of everyday practices, both
curricular and co-curricular, of the
universities in the region.

They had provided
the college with the list of the candidates who had
applied for admission in Mass Communication
Department of the university and were refused for one
or the otherreason. These students were sent letters by
the private college that they should apply to the
college for admission in the same subject; this shows
that university administration was involved in the whole
thing to a great extent.” The story was now getting
interesting | was all ears and ready for the next scene.

Sabir told me that they kept on insisting but no action
was taken, the college opened and started holding
classes on regular bases. The university PRO (Public
Relation Officer) had also stared teaching in that
college.

The girls also stood
by our side, some of them had to get married right
after they completed their M.A, one of them had
come from abroad and had to leave, but even such
cases supported us” Sablr sald proudiy.

I was impressed by the unity the students were
showing for a common cause. They were all fighting
for a collective issue and no one was giving his or her
self interest the priority. The university called at the girl's
homes to convince the parents that they should allow
themto take exams but the girls stood fast,

Sabir told, “For the first time in ten years the university
went on strike. The Mass Communication deparnment
was even sealed for some time. We stopped taking
classes and delayed exams. During the whole
episode once two boys were arrested by the police
over a false allegation put on them by a few
members of the university administration. We also
organized awalk on the Mallin front of the Governor.

The whole university even the Jamiat also stood by our
side. The administration, however, gotagainst us, they
also tried to bribe us by saying that they would getus
good marks and even if we want to change the
department we can., We stood united against alt
odds. Media also got involved, the newspapers took
up this matterand gave it hype.

We somehow convinced the university that it should
order the college to process the application for
affiliation, we succeeded and the Sydicate
Committee started doing its job. It gave a report that
the college is not eligible for the affiliation. This report
was being hidden by the administration from the

court because it would expose them. We now

decided that we should become a party and fight the

case in court. The university however tried to stop us.

When we presented a copy of the syndicate's’
decision before the legal advisor of the university, he

came to know of our strength and our seriousness. The

university was now convinced that if we fight the case

we would win, Consequently the Syndicate's decision

was presented in the court and the college was

ordered o close down.

Uttimately we took exams along with the students of
the private college. On humanitarian grounds we
decided that since these students have been
misguided by the college it was rather unfair to not o
let them take exams. A few students including me
were rusticated by the university out of revenge, A few
were charged with UMC (Unfair means case) during
€xams again as avenge.

“Then | applied in MBA and got admission, by then |
was fed up of sfudying and fighting over the same
thing so | decided to give life a new beginning with
changing my course” narrated Sabir, | asked him what
price he had to pay for all this, he delighttully said,
“four years not much”, | was curious if his academic
career; rustication and UMC ever created problemsin
his practical life, he answered, "No”. | also put him a
Question about the attitude of the faculty members
while he with his along with his fiiends were fighting for
the right. He said, "Most of them encouraged us but
they did not openly appose the administration.

To conciude Sabir's story has one moral; "United we
stand, divided we fall”. He is an inspiration for all the
young people who want to fight for the right but do not
take the initiative thinking that ‘nothing happens no
matter how much you try.! Well as we have seen in
Sablrscase things do change onlyifyoukeeptrying!m
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n constitution of our country there is no
distinction between men and women, both
have the same rights but certain laws have

been enacted to safeguard the rights of the women
considering theirweaknesses.

There is also Muslim famity Court Act where all the
matters peraining to the disputes between Muslim
husband and wife are dealt related to the divorce,
dowry, custody of the children, and regarding to all
Muslim family ordinances. The purpose behind these
actsis to safeguard the rights of women,

There is no discrimination in the law between a man
and a woman, but still signs of Inadequacy are
visible. One example came In the hearing of a Khula
case in year 2000 by the Lahore High Court {LHC).
Rather than deciding the matter put before it, the
court in fact demanded the separated couple
should unite once again to safeguard the welfare of
the children, This was despite the fact that duiing
hearings, the wife, who was seeking divorce; had
complained she was subjected to repeated
violence. A research conducted by HR C B looking in
to the issued of women seeding release from
marriage reported thaton average it  tookawomen
two years or more to obtain Khula.

Naureen (fictitious name) had to go through long
court procedures and was finally granted Khula after
two years. Naureen was only 18 when she got married
to her cousin liyas { fictitious name) to whom she was
changed ever since her birth. Marriage took place in
1995. An amount of Rs. 2,000 was fixed as dower
between the two parties.

Naureen's father was a carpenter and used to work on
daily wage basis with a contractor. Educating all his
seven children was an impossible task for him so -
Naureen and her sister were taken out of school in
class 9", She did not even complete her matriculation
so she had no certificate or degree. Mariage was
almost the beginning of her life. Belonging to a very
conservative family she was not allowed to meet llyas
who happened to be her cousin cum financeé.

Naureen's dreams shattered when liyas started
showing an indifferent attitude towards her within the
very first month of their marmage. He did not give her

any money 1o moot everyday requirements, A few
month Iater it was revealed upon Naureen that llyas
was seeing another woman. He was spending most of
his earnings on her. When Naureen protested he said
lam a man and | can have friendship with other
women, you have no right to ask me where do | spend
my money, it is my money and Il spend it wherever |
want. Naureen never stopped protesting; henceforth
Ilyas's affitude started getting worse and worse, He did
not give her any money, abused her and dlso started
beating her. Meanwhile she also gave birth to a son;
imran  (fictitious name) but llyas's torture only
increased after the birth of the child.

She spent two years bearing llyas's torture, physical
and psychological. Finally she decided to leave him.
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Khula was a forbidden word; she had pressures on
her from parents and society which did not let her
take the bold step.

She came back and started living with her parents.
Initially her parents supported her but gradually
started pressurizing her to go back 1o lyas. This was
probably because they could not afford to feed
Naureen and her son for many days because of their
weak financial position,

Ignorant Naureen who did not even know the ABC of
law and her legal right was convinced by some
greedy lawyer that she should file a suit for
maintenance against liyas. There were no bases for
this case as Naureen herself had left liyas and court
does not grant maintenance in favour of the wife if
she herself has left the husbands home. Instead it only
helps the hustband to file a suit for restitution of
conjugal rights against the wife. Poor Naureen who
filed the case in 2000 got nothing out of it. Instead she
had ali the relatives speaking against her that she has
started going to courts and she had to hear all sorts of
bad comments about her character from neighbours
and relatives.

Under existing circumstances Naureen had only two
options open in front of her. Either llyas divorced her or
she herself asked for Knhula. Khula was a forbidden
word; she had pressures on her from parents and
society which did not let hertake the bold step.

This time when Naureen came back her parents were
alittle convinced that lliyas is not the right person to live
with, But they were sfill insistent that Naureen should
not ask for Khula as it would ruin their reputation in the
family and their daughiers would never find
husbands; neither would Naureen left with a chance
toremarry.

After consultation with a few lawyers Naureen ended
up at Shirkat Gah {an NGO) that works for betterment
of women) where she was supported by a team of
lawyers who gave her a new hope. Nighat Hafiz, her
lawyer convinced her family that the easiest way to
get 1id of liyas is KHULA, and even that would take
many months.

Naureen told that after she decided to file a suit for
dissolution of marriage she had to face many social
pressures which resulted in prolonged court trials. The
worst thing which happened was that her son suffered

alot.

Nighat filed a suit in Lahore High Court for dissolution of
mariage in 1999. The court summoned llyas but he
never showed up. He wasted one whole month and
then finally submitted a written statement on 14" June
and 18" June 1999.

Later, evidence from Naureen side was required. She
had two people from the family who were ready 1o
speak on her behalf, the first one being her father and
the second being her fathers brother. The situation
was crucial because llyas was Naureen's first cousin
and Naureen's uncle happened to be llyas's uncle
too. The worst fear came true when Naureen's uncle
betrayed at the eleventh hour and refused from
appearing in front of the court. Conflict arose among
different members of family. Naureen and her family
were deserted.

Allwhat she and her lawyers could now do was to wait
for the retun of her father. The hearings of the court
which started from 27" July 1999 went till 8" November
1999 when Naureen's father returned home
miraculously. The court fixed dates for compromise
which lasted till one month but it failed. Naureen had
now decided that she would not be pressurized by
anyone, be it law or society. She stuck to her decision
that she would not offer herself and her son for
brutalities of llyas any more.

Meanwhile liyas filed a suit for restitution of conjugal
rights against Naureen. The case was pointless as
Naureen had already filed a suit for Khula, but this has
become a tradition of men that whenever they want
to harass a woman they take help from the loop holes
in the legal procedure. Same is what liyas did. This act
did not go in favour of llyas but it only delayed the
process of Khula and added to the problems of
Naureen. The case was dismissed soon.




On the other hand the Khula case was dragging on.
The cournt asked fordocumentary evidence and it was
provided by Naureen's lawyers efficiently. The whole
procedure lasted from 20" December 1999 to 17"
February 2000. llyas showed up with his witness the
next month. The court affer listening o the arguments
of both the parties, decreed in her favour on 31 of
March 2000. Naureen got time to relax after two
whole years,

kids. He showed some interest in marrying Naureen
and her mother was only too ready to mary her off
again.

Naureen was going through the process of being
convinced by the family once again, when liyas filed
a suit for the custody of the son in Okara High Court,
The whole family was of the view that Imran should be
given to liyas and Naureen should start a new life with
Nisar. Naureen believed that llyas had no love for
Imran, he was only doing so because he wanted to
take revenge from Naureen,

Pakistan law provides a woman with facility that she
can get the case fransferred to her present residing
place but it takes alot of effort efficiency and time on
her part. When Nighat told Naureen about all these
hardships she said, she was ready to swallow anything
for Imran. She followed the case and it was decidedin
favour of her on 12" of December 2001, She aiso
managed to attain a maintenance of Rs. 600 per
month from lliyas.

Naureen got married to Nisar on the condition that he
would take care of Imran like a son of his own, but he
never kept his promise., Naureen had 1o leave Imran
with his grandparents (llyas's parents). liyas had
deserted them and had remairried. He still did not fulfill
his responsibility towards the child and has hardly ever
given the due monthly amount of Rs. 66 to Imran.
There is no one who could give the ten year old Imran

go against the traditions
and fight for their rights are
faced by many social and
legal bariers. Society and
law, instead of protecting
them creates hindrances at
every step they lake towards their release from
subjugation and oppression. Another obstacle is the
ignorance at the part of women, as per their legal
rights.

Suhial Warraich a senior lawyer commented, “Most
women suffer because of the nonsense of the
lawyers, they themselves are afraid of filing Khula suits
as it is against the norms”. According to Suhail it is the
ignorance on the part of women and laid back
attitude of lawyers because of which women have to
suffer. The legal system is not to be blamed because
every law has some loop holes. If women are aware
of their rights and they get right legal advise no one
can stop them from acquiring their rights.

Most women across remained ignorant of even their
most basic rights, with a newspaper survey
conducted finding that over 80 per cent of young
women aged 18 and 24 in Lahore had no idea of the
clauses contained in the "NIKAHNAMA!, Almost 90 per
cent, including those educated to graduate level
and beyond, did not realize they had any rights at all,
such as those to divorce.

Khula, which is a jurisprudential law, is accepted by
most of the religious scholars of the time. It is not
essential to seek Khula through court; the two parties
can separate through mutual agreement. However it
still remains to be a forbidden idea in the society we
livein.m
